The Township is going to clean and paint the floors. They are also investigating purchasing a holder for the basketballs. We may still need to purchase our own so we can use our own basketballs. Soccer – Barbara Banes
Soccer season is going well. Total of $246.50 has been raised so far with the 50/50. The concession stand has generated $456.35 this past weekend.
We are looking to find an appropriate hand wash system. In the meantime we have been renting one. We want to look for one with heated water. 
Barbara would like to get permission to purchase two small or medium goals to place on fields to accommodate more teams. Preliminary costs are $2,165 for two including nets. The committee decided to wait until the Township Committee meeting on Nov 2nd to see if  the Township will agree to help fund the goals. If they do, we will purchase them immediately. Motion was made to investigate the appropriate size and obtain costs not to exceed $2500.
