Baseball– Jeff LaFrance
All evaluations and tryouts are done, as well as rookie, minor and major drafts. 1 T-ball, 2 rookie, 2 minor and 1 major team. Practice will be held at the municipal building until the weather breaks. Opening day, Sat, April 18th.  Most of the equipment has been distributed to coaches. First aid kits need to be replenished.
Christine Allen attended the meeting expressing her concern that there is a larger number of 5th grade boys who will playing on the minor teams. This will result in a big span of age and ability for the minor teams. Safety and playing times for the 3rd and 4th graders were the primary concerns. A discussion was held on the effects of having the ages play together. All the boys were evaluated by 5-6 coaches. Most of the boys’ evaluations fell within a 10% of each other. The decision was made by the baseball coordinator. 
Softball – Maura Guth
Softball needs to purchase equipment including bags, new updated balls. 61 players to date. 4 teams, possibly 5. Maura also expressed concerns that the softball team was not getting sufficient practice time at the municipal building. Her concerns included giving up time to Washington Twp teams - an outside team was getting better and more time than a Franklin Twp team. The boys teams also had more practice time.
