Joe suggested checking the 1st and 3rd baselines to make sure that homeplate is in the correct place. The fields are uneven and need to be dragged and filled. G Buniak needs to be consulted to see if we can add clay on top of the material. 
There is a shortage of the official baseball that need to be used. All Sports does not have them. Maura will look onto the internet and other sources to obtain the balls. Maura is also looking into a new helmet that is more streamlined for the player. She will bring in a sample and pricing information. 
Soccer – Barbara Banes
