We are talking to the firehouse about using their facility in exchange for a donation back to them. We need to purchase a handwash system. 

Field Hockey – Joe Flynn
We have 2 teams, with 16 players. 9/10 is the first game. 27 teams are in the league. 
Fundraising Coordinator – Ed Casey – not in attendance

George. He and J Flynn met with the Township to secure the most time possible in the backroom.  A key FOB system is supposed to be put into place before basketball starts to allow access to the backroom. The Township is suggesting the FTYA purchase 100 keyfobs for our use so we can control who is using the backroom on behalf of our organization. 
We are still working out the curtain donation and fees for use of the room. We still need to provide for security for games. 

The Township is developing a new set of guidelines for the backroom for equipment that can be used. Soccer will need to use deflated balls. Basballs are not allowed to be seamed. Hitting only in the cage area, etc. Other sports will need to address the guidelines as well. 

The Township is looking to build bathrooms this coming budget year. They are willing to pay for it. They are looking for us to provide a contractor with a rough estimate of costs.
